CLASSROOM PROCEDURES
Coordinated Science & Anatomy/Physiology
Teacher: Mr. Scott Hoffman
Course Description: 

Coordinated Science covers the basic principles of three major science areas Earth Science, Chemistry and Physics. The course is designed to be a cornerstone in building student knowledge of science, preparing them for the rigor of courses in science their junior and senior years. The course will start with Science measurements and Earth Science first quarter, progress to Physics 2nd and 3rd quarters, and conclude with Chemistry in the 4th quarter. Honors Coordinated science will focus primarily on Physics and Chemistry the entire year. 
 Anatomy/Physiology covers the basic principles of human structure and function. The main focus is on the relationship between, how a body part is designed and the function that exist due to its structure. A major focus is given to diseases related to each body system. The use of extensive vocabulary is incorporated in the course to gain understanding. This is a high rigor course preparing students for college pre-med and medical careers.
 Honors students will maintain a disease and occupational research journal during the year.
Course Goals and Expectations
The goal of all science courses is to provide real life applications and situations which are important to everyday living. Both courses involve extensive note taking, vocabulary, hands on experiments, open discussions, group work (team), and cooperative learning involving high order thinking skills. Success in the classroom will depend greatly on the students’ work ethic, study habits, time management, classroom participation, completion of work on time, and daily preparation for quizzes and tests.
Students are expected to check the classroom whiteboard and course web page, every day to keep up on current and future assignments, quizzes, and tests. They are also responsible for assignments on missed days of school upon their return unless teacher approves other arrangements. All students are expected to follow the guidelines put forth in the student-parent handbook. Any discrepancies will be handled in class first then the behavior rubric will be enforced.

CLASSROOM MATERIALS: Textbook (I-pad), perforated notebooks or loose leaf paper and three ring binder, writing materials to include pencils, black pen and red pen. Class folder, scientific calculator.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS: 
· Be on time ready and prepared for class.
· Respect all individuals in the classroom.
· Wear masks in the classroom at all times.
· Maintain a clean classroom. Desk will be sanitized with an approved disinfectant per the teacher’s instructions at the end of each period. Students will wash hands or use approved hand sanitizer.
· Ask permission to use bathroom and obtain a disposable bathroom pass. Students will only use designated bathrooms.
· I-pads will only be open when the teacher has instructed the students to have them out and open to appropriate classroom sites/apps.
Remote learning Phase Three: Please review on the school website the procedures for phase three remote learning instruction. I will posts all assignments into each classes Google Classroom. Instructions will be given in regards to assignments. Science has two designated Zoom video days: Tuesdays and Thursdays. All students must be present at their class periods time. Example first period would meet 8AM to 9AM. We will keep a normal school schedule. Homework will be returned via Google classroom and documents. Test and quizzes will also be completed during the class period. Students will not have the entire day to complete a test or quiz.

ASSIGNMENTS: All assignments are due at the given due date.  Any assignment not turned in will be considered late and points deducted. Each day an assignment is late a 50% deduction will be given; after the 2nd day a zero will be given for the assignment.  If a student is absent they will have one day for each excused absence to make up the work. Any assignment due during an unexcused absent will receive a zero. It is the student’s responsibility to know what assignments are due and to acquire any makeup work from the teacher. This includes test and quizzes. If a student misses the day before a test they will be expected to take it the next day. If a student misses the day of the test they will take a make-up test upon their return.
GRADING: Student’s grades will reflect their performance on tests (100pts), quizzes (30pts), homework packets (20pts), and labs (30pts). The student’s total points will be divided by the total possible points and converted to a percentage corresponding to the SMCC grading scale (see student/parent handbook).
Classroom Management: If a student disregards a classroom procedure or school rule as outlined in the parent-student handbook the following disciplinary actions will be taken:
1. First offense = Verbal warning from teacher.

2. Second offense = SMCC Behavior Rubric will be followed.
