CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

Coordinated Science & Hon. Anatomy/Physiology

Course Description: 

Coordinated Science covers the basic principles of three major science areas Earth Science, Chemistry and Physics. The course is designed to be a cornerstone in building student knowledge of science, preparing them for the rigorous courses in science their junior and senior years. The course will start with Earth Science first quarter, progress to Chemistry 2nd and 3rd quarters, and conclude with Physics in the 4th quarter. 

Honors Anatomy/Physiology covers the basic principles of human structure and function. The main focus is on the relationship between, how a body part is designed and the function that exist due to its structure. A major focus is given to diseases related to each body system. Honors students will maintain a disease and occupational research portfolio during the year.
The goal of all science courses is to provide real life applications and situations which are important to everyday living. Both courses involve extensive note taking, vocabulary, hands on experiments, open discussion, group work (team), and cooperative learning involving high order thinking skills. Success in the classroom will depend greatly on the students’ work ethic, study habits, time management, classroom participation, completion of work on time, and daily preparation for quizzes and tests.
